Awards available to Non-Canadian academic institutions to facilitate collaboration within the academic community
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Assistance Program for Canadian Studies Associations
This program is designed to assist Canadian Studies associations worldwide with their role towards Canadian Studies. The objective is to support the associations in keeping their membership informed, maintaining or acquiring multidisciplinarity, recruiting new members, reaching a larger public, and publishing their newsletter and learned journal. Eligibility to this program is determined on a case by case basis by the International Education and Youth Division (PCE). For more information contact your local Canadian Mission.

Program Development Grant (PDG)
The Program Development Grant is designed to encourage scholarly inquiry and multidisciplinary professional academic activities that contribute to the development or expansion of a program dedicated to the study of Canada or Canada bilateral and multilateral relations. We are particularly interested in innovative projects that promote awareness among students and the public about Canada and Canada bilateral and multilateral relations. We strongly encourage projects that lead to institutional linkages and research collaboration in priority areas with Canadian institutions as well as student mobility.

Canada Conference Grant Program
The Canada Conference Grant Program supports conferences that address important and timely issues about Canada, its relationship with a country or a region, and/or its foreign policy. The program is designed to assist a teaching or research institution or other organization in holding a conference and publishing the resulting papers and proceedings in a scholarly fashion.

Student Mobility Support Program
The Student Mobility Support Program is designed to support short term initiatives involving exchanges, study tours, internships, scholarships, etc., in Canada, and is intended for international students to advance their understanding of Canada in those areas of interest to Canada or in areas of shared policy challenges between Canada and the international student's country.

Book Display Program (BDP)
The Book Display Program (BDP) provides conference applicants who have been selected with publications on Canada to be displayed at their event. The publications have to be related to the theme of the conference.  Consultations between the organizers and the local Canadian mission will determine where the collection of books will be housed following the conference.

University Library Support Program

The Library Support Program is designed to assist university libraries to strengthen their Canadiana library holdings in order to support teaching and research in Canadian Studies.  There are two types of support: 
Matching Grants 

The International Council for Canadian Studies through a contribution of the Government of Canada and with the assistance of the appropriate Canadian Mission, will contribute up to Cdn$2,500 for library materials (books, journals, cd-roms, microforms) purchased by university libraries on a matching grant basis; in other words, the institution agrees to purchase Canadiana for at least twice the amount of the grant. 

These funds will be available only for the purchase of library materials considered to be Canadiana and which are deemed by the relevant Canadian Mission to qualify as having a specific bearing on the study of Canada and/or Canadian culture. The material has to be about Canada, published in Canada, and not out-of-print. 

Book Donations:
For countries where Canadian Studies are emerging and where institutions may not be in a position to contribute towards the purchase of Canadiana (e.g. countries qualifying for Canadian Official Development Assistance). The Government of Canada and with the assistance of the appropriate Canadian Mission, may purchase a limited number of books in the field of Canadian Studies and donate them to successful applicants.
On their own initiative or in response to an invitation to participate in the program, university libraries/Canadian Studies programs may submit a request to the appropriate Canadian Mission, for consideration by the International Education and Youth Division of Foreign Affairs and International Trade Canada through the program administrator the International Council for Canadian Studies. The material has to be about Canada, published in Canada, and not out-of-print.
